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Basic Policy for Evaluation

In examining the importance of evaluation in the IBDP, Sapporo Nihon University High
School will establish a system of evaluation to support students' "learning" and to help
teachers understand the level of achievement of students' learning and to improve their
"teaching" in order to achieve both their own educational goals and those of the IB. This
system will be tested periodically and constantly improved based on staff feedback.

Assessment in each subject area is carried out in accordance with the assessment
objectives of the IBDP and the assessment criteria of the national curriculum. This system of
assessment consists of summative and formative assessments. The latter follows the
guidelines set by the school and judges students' achievement of goals through assessment
tasks at the end of each semester and school year. improvement of unit planners and will
help devise increasingly effective evaluation criteria. Summative assessments, which are
more formal, codified assessments, will measure what students have acquired based on the
understandings and skills that have been developed and promoted through formative
assessments.

Assessments made regarding individual students are not relative to the group but are
absolute assessments of goals. Teachers, with a thorough understanding of the IBDP
evaluation criteria, will clearly present the evaluation criteria and methods to learners and
evaluate them fairly and objectively.

Purpose of the Evaluation

Assessments conducted for the IB Programme are "designed to meet curricular objectives
and support appropriate learning for students" (IBO, 2015). Sapporo Nichidai High School
collects and analyzes data from various assessments and sends it back to students to help
them modify their learning methods and education plans and uses this data to regularly
review the organization and content of the classes.

Formative Assessment

Formative assessments are designed to support students' learning and are conducted
within daily learning activities. Formative assessments are conducted in a variety of ways,
including teacher-led inquiries into topics, student presentations and discussions, student-to-
student evaluations, self-assessments, and unit tests. The results of these formative
assessments help students to modify their learning styles and provide teachers with data
used to modify their teaching styles.



Summative Evaluation

The summative assessment quantifies the student's achievement of the learning
objectives, and the results are reported to the student, parents, and the IB. Summative
assessments include oral examinations, presentations, paper examinations, and laboratory
reports, and students are notified in advance of the timing of each examination in the
Assessment Schedule. The assessment schedule will be coordinated among the courses so as
not to overload the students.

About IB Grading and Japan's Grading
The IB Course at Sapporo Nichidai High School is based on a seven-point scale required by
the IB and for some subjects, a five-point scale based on the Japanese Courses of Study will
be used. The following are the subjects that will applied to Japan’s required classes:

Physics — Basic Physics

Biology — Basic Biology

Music — MusicI

Visual arts — Visual arts I

TOK — Integrated Inquiry Time

IB grades shall be faithful to the criteria in the Grading Instructions (2017, IBO), and the
conversion to five levels shall be as shown in the following table.

Grade Management and Notification
The DP coordinator receives assessment reports from the subject teachers and notifies the
students of the progress reports each semester. The DP Coordinator also reports the
predicted scores received from the subject teachers to prospective universities and the IB.



Requirements for the IB Diploma

To obtain the IB Diploma, students must meet the following criteria as set out in Article
13.2 of the General Regulations: The Diploma Programme (2015, IBO).

a. Fulfilled the requirements of the "CAS."
A total score of 24 or more was reached.

c. "There were no "N" grades in Theory of Knowledge, the assigned paper, or
any of the subject courses.

d. There was no grade of "E" in either "Theory of Knowledge" or "Assignment
Paper."

e. There were no courses (HL or SL) that received a grade of "1."

f.  Had no more than two courses (HL or SL) that received a grade of "2."

g. Had no more than three courses (HL or SL) in which a grade of "3" or lower
was received.

h. Achieved a total of 12 or more points in HL subjects (for applicants who
have registered for four HL subjects, the three highest (For applicants with
four HL courses, the grades of the three highest HL courses are added
together.)

i. Achieved A total of 9 or more points in SL subjects (for applicants who have
registered for two SL subjects, a total of 5 or more points must be achieved
in SL subjects)

j. Have received no disciplinary action for academic misconduct from the
Qualifications and Awards Committee.

Policy Review

This policy was established in August 2021 and will be reviewed and revised at the end of
each school year. The school principal will approve the proposed revisions by the 1B
Programme Guidance Committee, and revisions will be made.
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
